“Green Building – Guidebook for Sustainable Architecture” – now available in English
Prof. Dr. Michael Bauer, Peter Mösle and Dr. Michael Schwarz offer a Green Building guide for principals, architects and planners. On November 5, 2009 the Drees & Sommer experts launched the English-language edition of their book entitled “Green Building – Guidebook for Sustainable Architecture”.
